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1.Introduction:

Swami Vivekananda was born on 12" January in 1863 at Calcutta of Bengal Presidency of
british India( now it is Kolkata, West Bengal). His original name is Narendranath Datta. He
was a direct disciple of the great religious teacher Sri Ramakrishna Paramahansa Dev. He
was an Indian Hindu monk, a world famous religious as well as spiritual leader, thinker,
author, reformer and contemporary Indian philosopher. As a good reader, he aquired wide
range of knowledge about the different subjects, especially Hindu religion and Indian
philosophy. He loved Veda and Upanisadas as the great sources of spiritual and moral
knowledges. Katha Upanisad says: Uttisthata jagrata prapya varannibodhaata Ksurasya
dhara nisita duratyaya durgam pathastatkavayo vadanti , Swamiji followed this verse very
carefully and simply said, “Arise, awake and stop not till the goal is reached”.

He introduced a new educational system which is known as the man-making education and
opposed to merely money-making education. To define the aim of education, Vivekananda
said: “Education is the manifestation of the perfection already in man.” According to him,
manifestation means the hidden ability of expression of cultivation, refinement, reformation
and spontaneous growth of human nature which learners manifest. This term implies man’s
inner nature what is waiting to be expressed and what he discovers through his responses to
the call of own soul. The meaning of the term “perfection” is the real status of human nature
and the inner spirit. It has a metaphysical significance which refers to the ever perfect nature
of soul. According to Advaita Vedanta, human being in born is not a sinner, but he/she is
suffering due to his/her ignorance (avidya). The term “perfection” has to address the aims of
education i.e. man —making, character- building or life-building and assimilation of ideas.
The term “already in man” refers to the capacity, the propensity, the capability, the
potentiality, and the hidden ability of awakening something what human beings want to
express truly. From the philosophical point of view the term “perfection” implies the self-
realization which is made by knowledge, action and devotion.

Vivekananda describes the spiritual nature of man as “Soul Force” (Atman Ssakti ) or
spiritual spirit, this is the divine nature of man by which he is able to manifest his own
nature. He also said “The greatest help to spiritual life is meditation. In meditation we divest
ourselves of all material conditions and feel our divine nature.”**Spiritual training gives us
strength enough when our life is going towards reality or truth. Swamiji said, “Concentration
IS the very essence of education”. To impart the objectives of true- education to the young
generation especially the students, and to celebrate the National Youth Day on occasion of
Vivekananda’s birth day, we have organized a “One day Vivekananda Youth Convention-
2023 (Vivekananda Bhavanuragi Yuba Sammelan-2023) held on 12" January” 2023 in the
seminar hall of our college.

6. Significance of the seminar:

In India, the National Youth Day is celebrated to commemorate Swami Vivekananda's
birthday. Vivekananda was born on 12" January, 1863 in Calcutta (at present Kolkata in
West Bengal). He was globally regarded as a great spiritual as well as a religious leader, and
known as an Indian contemporary philosopher, activist, social reformer, and modern thinker.
Being a follower of Ramakrishna, he founded the Ramakrishna Mission in 1897. By this
mission, he tried to reach his goal and achieve his vision. Indeed, he wanted to impart
spiritual and moral education to the young generation so that they would be able to stand on
their own feet. His main mission and vision are the man—making and character building
education.

In 1984, the Government of India announced 12" January as the National Youth Day. Then,
the first Youth Day was celebrated on 12th January 1985. The main objective of celebrating
National Youth Day is to disseminate the ideas, philosophy, thoughts and works of Swami
Vivekananda, about how he simply lived with high thinking, how he preached, and the way
by which he worked and served for others. To celebrate this day, our nation has taken various
programmes; even various events have been held at schools, colleges, universities, social
organization, missions, etc. all over the country. Swamiji loved Indian Classical scriptures
for both spiritual and moral education. For this purpose, he acquired spiritual knowledge
along with moral awareness from Vedas, Upanisadas, Ramayana and Mahabharata,
especially from Bhagawat Gita and Advaita Vedanta.

This is the evergreen call to not only students or teachers but also to all people to arise,
awake and meet wise persons and learn from them about the highest and the greatest things
or the Universe. Swamiji said, “Arise, awake and stop not till the goal is reached.” He
believed that the positive education must be a combination of man-making, man—making,
character building and assimilation of ideas. He never accepted mere money-making
education as a scheme of true-education; rather he remarked this type of education as a
merely and entirely a negative education. The very essences of education, according to him,
are: Concentration of mind, reasoning and intuition, will-power and spiritual spirit,
discipleship, good relation between teachers and students, true -institution, true- teacher, and
positive thinking. To impart the objectives of true- education to the young generation
especially the students, and to celebrate the National Youth Day on occasion of
Vivekananda’s birth day, we have organized a “One day Vivekananda Youth Convention-
